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Ways that Faculty and the Office of Community Engagement can partner together with Rollins Plans (RPs)
including….
· Identifying community partnerships that interconnect the RP theme big questions, learning outcomes, academic needs, and pressing needs of the community (economic, cultural, social, structural, ethical, spiritual) 
· Working 1:1 with faculty in the RP to build service-learning, civic engagement and community-based research projects into individual courses in the RPs (from setting up partnerships, learning agreements, risk management, transportation, and guidance on logistics) 
· Providing faculty involved with the RP the opportunity to attend workshops at Rollins (including Community Engagement panels and workshops, Summit on Transforming Learning, national speakers on community engagement teaching and research, etc).

· Providing faculty the option of a network of other faculty and staff involved in community-based education to serve as mentors for individual courses or the entire RP
· Providing faculty involved with the RP the opportunity to attend local, state, and national conferences, meetings and workshops related to the scholarship of engagement, community engagement pedagogy, research and practice (Campus Compact, Gulf South SL Summit, International Service Learning and Research Conference, 
· Identifying community leaders to serve as speakers or co-educators in the classroom with faculty on topics related specifically to course content
· Assisting in setting up opportunities for experiential community site visits 

Providing an extensive resource library on books, videos and materials on community engagement, research, and assessment
· Providing students in the RP the opportunity to get involved in out-of-classroom service and civic experiences that parallel academic experience in RP (ie: club and organization involvement, large-scale campus/community events, local/state/national/international community-based field experiences, non profit internships or non-profit paid work) 
· Providing students opportunities for Immersion Programs (ie: Rollins Immersion, Rollins Relief, JUMP and Alternative Spring Break) as well as help faculty create hands-on immersion experiences in the community focused on areas related to course curriculum 
· Work 1:1 with students in the RP to build service-learning, civic engagement and community-based research projects into their overall life plan as an active citizen 
· Provide resources to students including community engagement programs, on-line service and project database, Engage!Weekly, campus speakers on community issues and board involvement with non-profits
