Course Description:
Flourishing as a student and a global citizen depends on your ability to locate, understand, process, and synthesize information from the most reliable sources available. This course introduces you to practices and examples of media and cultural studies research through multiple methodologies. 

Course Goals:

1. to continue thinking about media and culture analytically and critically 
2. to learn to find, analyze, and synthesize scholarly research materials pertinent to media and cultural studies

3. to increase understanding of and practice with multiple methods of research (e.g., surveys, political economic analysis, content analysis, interviewing, ethnographic fieldwork)
4. to identify and navigate ethical dilemmas in research
5. to understand the difference between original research, secondary research, and academic dishonesty

6. to understand the difference between responsibly appropriating and misappropriating others’ work

7. to improve composition skills

8. to improve oral presentation and facilitation skills

Preliminary Bibliography:

Select a topic pertinent to media and cultural studies. Sample topics (among innumerable possibilities) include: cyber-bullying, college students’ consumption of pornography, constructions of age and race in the 2008 presidential campaign, news coverage of climate change (or war or human rights, or genocide, etc.), and activism through social networking.
Early in the term, you will submit a 1-2 paragraph topic proposal articulating what you want to investigate and why. Upon receiving approval, begin searching for academic/scholarly sources. Our research lab will help you distinguish between scholarly and non-scholarly sources and navigate electronic databases.
In proper MLA form, list no fewer than 10 scholarly sources centered on your approved topic. At least one source should be an academic book (or chapter from an academic book); at least 5 should be scholarly journal articles. Important: if a source title does not make clear its relevance to your topic, include an explanatory note below the reference (see examples of such notes in the reading list at the end of the syllabus).

Your bibliography will be assessed on 5 measures: 

1. quantity of sources (10+ receives full credit)
2. academic quality of sources
3. type of academic sources (5+ scholarly journal articles and 1 scholarly book or book chapter receives full credit)
4. coherence (how well sources “hang together,” how well they relate to your topic)

5. proper MLA formatting

Research Projects: I recommended you compose both on the same topic.
1. Literature Review (LR): 
purpose: to read, understand, and synthesize scholarly research on a topic pertinent to media and cultural studies

Many scholarly books and nearly every scholarly article include an LR, an overview of conclusions from academic books, chapters from academic books, and scholarly journal articles.   

Give yourself sufficient time to gather materials. Obtaining the best sources may require you to go beyond what is available full text on-line. You may need to request materials through Interlibrary Loan.

As you acquire materials, read them closely, highlighting important passages and making notes in the margins. Identify recurring themes. Then develop a thesis and supporting points that summarize and analyze the research you reviewed. An LR “looks backward,” answering the question: what do researchers already know about the topic I want to investigate?   

Your LR must contain internal citations to no fewer than 200 pages of scholarly material and no fewer than 5 different scholarly sources. This is the minimum expectation for a “C” paper. You must cite each source at least once in the body of your paper, not merely list sources in the bibliography. Under the honor code, your bibliography must list only sources you have read cover to cover.
Your LR may be no longer than 9 typed, double-spaced pages. 1% will be deducted from your LR grade for each page over.
2. Complete Research Project
purpose: to combine library and original research; to prepare you for the CMC Senior Research Practicum and give you tools to produce a first-rate CMC 400 project

Steps

A) Conduct your original research. You will do AT LEAST TWO of the following:
1. survey: 50+ participants

2. in-depth interviews: 3+ participants; 20+ minutes each (video or audio taping required)
3. person-on-street interviews: 10+ participants (video or audio taping required)
4. ethnographic fieldwork: 5+ hours

5. focus group interviews: 1+ groups with 3+ persons/group; 50+ minutes each session (video or audio taping required)
6. in-depth textual analysis: parameters to be negotiated with the professor

7. experimental research: parameters to be negotiated
8. political economic analysis: parameters to be negotiated
9. content/discourse analysis of:

· films: 2+
· music videos: 10+
· print ads or other still images: 30+
· TV episodes: 4+ hours 

· TV ads: 20+
· Film trailers: 10+
· Web landing pages: 20+

B) Write up the results of your original research.

C) Determine what literature (from your 1st paper, from new sources if necessary) will help you “frame” (understand, interpret, contextualize) your original research results.

D) Turn in a project that includes:

1. introduction that overviews your project (perhaps 1 page)

2. condensed LR relevant to your original research (perhaps 3-4 pages)

3. discussion of your research approach/es and methodologies (perhaps 1 page)

4. original research results (perhaps 10-14 pages)

5. MLA works cited (perhaps 1-2 pages)

*This paper may be no more than 20 typed, double-spaced pages (no title page needed; works cited may be single-spaced. 1% will be deducted from your final grade for every page beyond this.
General Requirements for Written Work:

1. double spaced text

2. purposeful, readable font in 12 point size

3. indented first line of each new paragraph

4. 1-inch margins on all sides

5. descriptive yet creative title

6. proper writing mechanics 

7. numbered pages

8. proper MLA internal citations and works cited 
Student-Led Facilitation Session:
purpose: to practice composition, mediated, oral presentations, and facilitation skills
Each major at Rollins is required to prepare students to give effective public presentations. Therefore, each of you will facilitate a discussion on one of our readings. You will be asked to:
1. identify the 3 quotes you found most important or compelling and explain why
2. identify and offer details about the research method/s used

3. name and explain the approach/es to research reflected  

4. incorporate at least one visual or aural component (e.g., PowerPoint, video segment, audio clip)

5. provide the class with additional background on the author, the topic, and related issues. Orally and in any handouts, cite sources with the same diligence as in writing. 
6. involve the class with open-ended questions and/or an activity 

Practice your presentation; delivery should be polished (i.e., no reading from a manuscript or from PowerPoint slides). Weaker presentations are those that do not move beyond plot summary and/or use manuscript delivery. 

Schedule a conference with me the week before your presentation. Come in having read the material.

You will be assigned a particular reading on a particular date. If you miss class, you must make prior arrangements with me. Failure to do so will result in a zero on this assignment. Make-up presentations may require reading an additional book for class.

Dedication:

This is comprised of: 
1. in-class activities

2. topic exploration exercise 

3. topic proposal 

4. dedication to the peer-review process (bringing to class two typed copies on the assigned dates, completing line-by-line edits and peer rubrics)

5. research presentations
6. key quotes and discussion questions (KQDQ)
KQDQ: Each day on which there is reading assigned, you will bring to class a TYPED, PRINTED list of: 

1. verbatim quotations from EACH assigned reading (double check for accuracy, include quotation marks and page numbers). These should be the quotes you consider most important, provocative, discussion-worthy, etc;
2. original open-ended questions related to each assigned reading that you would most like the class to address;
3. if applicable, a list of terms and historical references you looked up to understand the piece better;
4. if applicable, any points you still need clarified, even after looking up terms and references.
You will receive up to 10 points on each set. 

To earn 10 points: 
1. include 3+ verbatim KQ and 3+ DQ for EACH reading; 

2. put quotation marks around KQ; 

3. note author names and page numbers for KQ; e.g., (Kiesinger 71); 
4. list terms and historical references looked up (or indicate this was not applicable to this reading);

5. list requests for clarification (or indicate this was not applicable to this reading);
6. include our full CMC 200 honor pledge: "On my honor, I have read the assigned material in its entirety, and I have not given, received, or witnessed any unauthorized collaboration on this work." (note the extension from the regular Rollins HC); 
7. arrive with your KQDQ TYPED and PRINTED by 11 AM room clock time 

Deductions (1 point each): 

1. insufficient # of KQ (1 point for each missing) 

2. insufficient # of DQ (1 point for each missing)

3. no quotation marks around KQ

4. no page numbers for KQ
5. neither a list of terms and references looked up nor an indication that this was not applicable to this reading

6. neither a list of requests for clarification nor an indication this was not applicable to this reading
7. all requirements met except arrived late (<5 minutes)  

8. absent from class but KQDQ e-mailed to me by 11 AM on assigned date

Deductions (2 points): 

1. all requirements met except arrived late (5-15 minutes)  

2. incomplete course honor code
Deductions (3 points): 
1. missing course honor code
2. all requirements met except arrived late (>15 minutes) 
KQDQs submitted after the due date will receive an additional point deduction for each day past due. Handwritten KQDQ will not be accepted; if you cannot attend class or neglect to bring your KQDQ, please type up and e-mail to me ASAP.

As you approach each day of class:

1. Carefully review your notes, PowerPoint outlines, and other handouts from the previous class.

2. Do one or more close reading/s of assigned material. Think about:

a. where you read: a place where you can focus v. one filled with distraction

b. when you read: when alert v. exhausted

c. how you read: with v. without interruption; passively v. actively: are you highlighting? making notes in the margins? looking up unfamiliar words and historical references and writing information about them in the margins?

3. Outline each reading; bring outlines and readings to class.

4. Come to class: every time, on time. Remember: KQDQ are due at the top of class.

5. Listen/participate actively.
6. Take careful notes--even during class discussion—and save them. You will find them useful in your CMC electives and 400.
