A Quick & Dirty Guide to using Euromonitor

How to get a profile of a nation’s consumers:

· From thin black bar on the top of the screen, select “Countries & Consumers”, then select “Consumer Trends & Lifestyles.”

· Select your country from the “Consumer Lifestyles” box on the left side of the screen and hit “Go.”
· You now have a table of contents for a huge report (around 100 pages if you printed it all).  On the left shaded box, there is a clickable Table of Contents to get the actual data.  If you want to display the entire report, there is a “Show Whole Report” link in the center top of the page.  

* Be aware that Euromonitor only provides these consumer lifestyle reports on about half of the nations they cover.  Nations that don’t have a large international footprint (Burundi, Namibia) will not have this level of consumer data.

How to generate a list of comparative data for a specific research question (example: how much do the people of Eastern Europe spend on beef?)

· In the upper right corner, use the Search box to enter Beef and Eastern Europe.  Keep your search terms as brief as possible.  This database can retrieve broad categories (pharmaceuticals, dairy), but not specific (aspirin, ice cream). 
· The results will sort by relevance.  A statistical report called “Countries and Consumers will usually be the first hit.  If you click on it, it will bring you a brief statistical chart.  You can:
· Use the options on the left of the screen to convert the data into various currencies or units (per capita, household, etc.)

· You can use options on the left to break the Geographic out further (data for Poland, Romania, etc.)
